Pin Cushion Assembly

Starting with rectangle A sew light piece D to left and right sides

Add previously prepared C+D to the top and bottom of A+B

Sew E to the sides and then to the top and bottom of assembly

Finish top by sewing rectangle F to right and left sides then rectangle G to top and bottom
Layer with thin batting and internal backing.

Quilt in the ditch outlining spool

Sew external backing onto quilted top right sides together; remember to leave a small opening
to turn pincushion right side out and stuff.

Turn right side out, fill with sand or rice, and close opening by hand with a whip stitch.
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
